By combining our strengths, We are confident that the

sustainable development and utilization of water resources can be achieved in China and across the entire

globe.

Venue and Cities

Hotel

The Three Gorges Project Hotel is the only four star hotel in the Three Gorges Dam Area. Located on the
Three Gorges Construction Site and adjacent to Xiling Gorge, the hotel offers picturesque views, top
facilities and excellent transport links. The Hotel is 28 kilometers from Yichang City Center and 30
kilometers from the railway station, both of which can be reached in around 30 minutes via the special
highway for the Three Gorges Project; the Airport is 45 kilometers from the hotel.

Yichang

The city of Yichang is located on the northern bank of the Yangtze at eastern mouth of the Three Gorges,
where the middle and lower reaches of the river meet. Historically, the city’s location gave it immense
strategic significance, as it could exert control on Sichuan Province upstream and the Jing and Xiang
Prefectures downstream. Yichang is a crucial city in the Yangtze economy. The completion of the
Gezhouba Dam, the Yangtze’s first large-scale hydropower project, and the construction of the immense
Three Gorges Project Dam has turned Yichang into a bustling city and the centre of the nation’s
hydropower industry. The construction of large and super-scale hydropower projects in the region, such as
the Three Gorges Dam and Gezhouba Dam on the Yangtze and the Geheyan and Gaobazhou dams on the
Qing jiang River has given Yichang a new name - City of Hydropower.

Chongqing

One of the largest cities on the planet in terms of both size and population, Chongqing is western China’s
only municipality directly under the Central Government. Lying on the confluence of the Yangtze and
Jialing Rivers, the city is divided in to 40 county-level (City) subdivisions with a total area of 82, 400
square kilometers and a population of over 30 million. The city boasts a humid sub-tropical climate with
seasonal winds, with the average year round temperature being between 16-18 . Chongqing is an ancient
city with a history spanning 3000 years that has been made famous by its numerous historical figures. In
the city’s long history, it has been a national capital three times and the city’s wall has been built four
times. With its numerous towering mountains and stunning scenery, Chongqing is a hugely popular tourist
location. The city boasts a number of natural and cultural sights that are famous throughout the world,
such as the magnificent Qutang and Wu Gorges. The city is also home to the Stone Sculptures of Dazu,
with over 60,000 sculptures from the Tang and Song Dynasties still intact. The Dazu area has been
declared a site of World Heritage by the UNESCO Heritage Committee.
